
Gospel of John #2 - Introduction to the Gospel of John - Part 2 – 2-10-22 
 

John 2:19–22 
19 Jesus answered them, “Destroy this temple, and I will raise it again in three days.”  
20 They replied, “It has taken forty-six years to build this temple, and you are going to raise it in three 
days?” 21 But the temple he had spoken of was his body. 22 After he was raised from the dead, his 
disciples recalled what he had said. Then they believed the scripture and the words that Jesus had 
spoken.  
 
John 12:14–16 
14 Jesus found a young donkey and sat on it, as it is written: 15 “Do not be afraid, Daughter Zion; see, your 
king is coming, seated on a donkey’s colt.”   
16 At first his disciples did not understand all this. Only after Jesus was glorified did they realize that 
these things had been written about him and that these things had been done to him. 
 
John 16:12–15 
12 “I have much more to say to you, more than you can now bear. 13 But when he, the Spirit of truth, 
comes, he will guide you into all the truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he 
hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. 14 He will glorify me because it is from me that he will 
receive what he will make known to you. 15 All that belongs to the Father is mine. That is why I said the 
Spirit will receive from me what he will make known to you.”  
 
John 20:30–31 
30 Jesus performed many other signs in the presence of his disciples, which are not recorded in this book. 
31 But these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that by 
believing you may have life in his name. 
 
John 1:1–4 
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 2 He was with God 
in the beginning. 3 Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has been 
made. 4 In him was life, and that life was the light of all mankind. 
 
John 1:10 - He was in the world, and though the world was made through him, the world did not 
recognize him. 
 
John 20:30–31 
30 Jesus performed many other signs in the presence of his disciples, which are not recorded in this book. 
31 But these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that by 
believing you may have life in his name. 
 
John 1:40–41 
40 Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, was one of the two who heard what John had said and who had 
followed Jesus. 41 The first thing Andrew did was to find his brother Simon and tell him, “We have found 
the Messiah” (that is, the Christ). 
 
 
 
 



John 1:43–45 
43 The next day Jesus decided to leave for Galilee. Finding Philip, he said to him, “Follow me.”  
44 Philip, like Andrew and Peter, was from the town of Bethsaida. 45 Philip found Nathanael and told him, 
“We have found the one Moses wrote about in the Law, and about whom the prophets also wrote—
Jesus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph. 
 
John 4:25–26 
25 The woman said, “I know that Messiah is coming. When he comes, he will explain everything to us.”  
26 Then Jesus declared, “I, the one speaking to you—I am he.” 
 
John 5:45–47 - “But do not think I will accuse you before the Father. Your accuser is Moses, on whom 
your hopes are set. 46 If you believed Moses, you would believe me, for he wrote about me. 47 But since 
you do not believe what he wrote, how are you going to believe what I say?” 
 
John 1:10-13 - He was in the world, and though the world was made through him, the world did not 
recognize him. 11 He came to that which was his own, but his own did not receive him. 12 Yet to all who 
did receive him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God—
13 children born not of natural descent, nor of human decision or a husband’s will, but born of God.  
 
John 5:25-26 - Very truly I tell you, a time is coming and has now come when the dead will hear the 
voice of the Son of God and those who hear will live. 26 For as the Father has life in himself, so he has 
granted the Son also to have life in himself. 
 
John 10:10 - “I have come that they may have life, and have it to the full.” 
 
John 5:21 - For just as the Father raises the dead and gives them life, even so the Son gives life to whom 
he is pleased to give it. 
 
John 6:35 - Then Jesus declared, "I am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never go hungry, and 
whoever believes in me will never be thirsty. 
 
John 14:5–11 
5 Thomas said to him, “Lord, we don’t know where you are going, so how can we know the way?”  
6 Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through 
hme. 7 If you really know me, you will know my Father as well. From now on, you do know him and have 
seen him.”  
8 Philip said, “Lord, show us the Father and that will be enough for us.”  
9 Jesus answered: “Don’t you know me, Philip, even after I have been among you such a long time? 
Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? 10 Don’t you 
believe that I am in the Father, and that the Father is in me? The words I say to you I do not speak on my 
own authority. Rather, it is the Father, living in me, who is doing his work. 11 Believe me when I say that I 
am in the Father and the Father is in me; 
 
John 1:32–33 
32 Then John gave this testimony: “I saw the Spirit come down from heaven as a dove and remain on 
him. 33 And I myself did not know him, but the one who sent me to baptize with water told me, ‘The man 
on whom you see the Spirit come down and remain is the one who will baptize with the Holy Spirit.’
