John # 78 - The Significance of Christ’s Resurrection — 3-28-24

John 19:38-42

%8 Later, Joseph of Arimathea asked Pilate for the body of Jesus. Now Joseph was a disciple of Jesus,
but secretly because he feared the Jewish leaders. With Pilate’s permission, he came and took the
body away. **He was accompanied by Nicodemus, the man who earlier had visited Jesus at night.
Nicodemus brought a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about seventy-five pounds. “°Taking Jesus’ body,
the two of them wrapped it, with the spices, in strips of linen. This was in accordance with Jewish
burial customs. ' At the place where Jesus was crucified, there was a garden, and in the garden a
new tomb, in which no one had ever been laid. “*Because it was the Jewish day of Preparation and
since the tomb was nearby, they laid Jesus there.

John 12:42-43

“2Yet at the same time many even among the leaders believed in him. But because of the Pharisees
they would not openly acknowledge their faith for fear they would be put out of the synagogue; “*for
they loved human praise more than praise from God.

Gen 3:14-15
14 So the Lord God said to the serpent, “Because you have done this,

“Cursed are you above all livestock and all wild animals! You will crawl on your belly and you will eat
dust all the days of your life. 15 And | will put enmity between you and the woman, and between
your offspring and hers; he will crush your head, and you will strike his heel.”

The significance of the Resurrection:

1) The resurrection was God’s vindication of Christ. Everything Jesus did and all that happened
to Him was the result of God’s plan of redemption. Christ’s resurrection is the proof of that
fact. This was the heart of what the early Christians believed and preached.

2) Inthe Resurrection God has defeated mankind’s greatest enemy — death

3) Resurrection was the birth, the beginning of the new creation.

1 Corinthians 15:12-19

2But if it is preached that Christ has been raised from the dead, how can some of you say that there
is no resurrection of the dead? "®If there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has
been raised. " And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so is your faith.
SMore than that, we are then found to be false withesses about God, for we have testified about
God that he raised Christ from the dead. But he did not raise him if in fact the dead are not raised.
®For if the dead are not raised, then Christ has not been raised either. ' And if Christ has not been
raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins. ' Then those also who have fallen asleep in
Christ are lost. "°If only for this life we have hope in Christ, we are of all people most to be pitied.
